The regular scheduled meeting of the Harrison City Council was called to order in City Hall at 7:30p.m. by Mayor Stocking, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Ashcroft to approve the minutes of the October 5, 2015 meeting. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.
MAYOR’S REPORT

The Mayor commended the 54 members of the community that helped put the playground equipment together at the Community Build October 12, 2015.
A motion was made by Sullivan and supported by Wilson to approve the bills as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

VISITORS:
Mr. Ed Ensz addressed Council about his invoice received for mowing and other blight issues around town.  Mr. and Mrs. Ramsier along with their attorney Ms. Karen Tomczyk gave Council a letter regarding their concerns of the rezoning of properties from R-1 to C-1 and the storm water runoff.  Mr. Chuck Chapman stated that the City’s Master Plan was made back in the 1970’s.  He also had a question about the sewer line inspection.

Chief Agin reported that there have been 270 runs years to date. He also noted that the flow testing was completed successfully.  DPW Supt. Phelps reported that they have completed the winterization and clean-up at the park and cemetery, also that leaf pickup has started.  Russell reported that the sidewalks will be poured for the playground in the next week or two.  He also noted that the price for Carhart bibs is $99.99 a pair.  A motion was made by Kolander and supported by Rowe to approve the purchase of 6 pairs of Carhart bibs for $99.99. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  The City Manager and Clerk Beadle thanked everyone for being at the Community Build too.  She also noted that the “Rising Tide Meeting” was well attended by 23 community leaders.  They discussed the assets, opportunities and challenges we face in our community and how to address these issues in order for us to grow.  Finance Clerk Wheeler-Clay stated that the purchasing of the software with GIS and shape files for properties in the City limits was purchased for $2,000.00 rather than $3,000.00.  Mayor Stocking reported that a combined Administrative and Fire Committee met, but they didn’t have anything to report at this time.
