Mr. Haskin was also here to hear the outcome.  Ms. Methner, Ms. Ware, Mr. Scramlin and Mr. Espinoza representing the Rising Tide Team provided the Council with an update on this project and asked if the Council could schedule a workshop.  A workshop was scheduled for Monday, November 9, 2015 at 5:30 pm.  Mr. Ensz wanted to continue the discussion on the blight issue.

The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  Chief Agin reported that there have been 279 runs year to date.  A motion was made by Ashcroft and supported by Kolander to approve the purchase of two sets of tires for the new pickup and the grass rig at a cost of $1,157.76 from Mt. Pleasant Tire with $600.00 in trade-ins. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.   DPW Supt. Russell reported that leaf pickup is well under way, the fall banners are down, and the Christmas decorations will soon be going up.  City Manager and Clerk Beadle reported that the Street Sweeping contract was signed with the State, and that the Veteran’s Day Observance will be at the new Veteran’s Freedom Park this year.
