February 16, 2015
The regular scheduled meeting of the Harrison City Council was called to order in City Hall at 7:30 p.m. by Mayor Stocking, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Others Present: Beadle, City Manager & Clerk; Hawkins, City Treasurer; Phelps, DPW Supt.; Agin, Fire Chief; and zero additional visitors.

A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Cauchi to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2015 with the correction and the February 2, 2015 meeting. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

The Mayor reported that this weekend was the Frostbite and things went well in spite of the cold.
A motion was made by Cauchi and supported by Sullivan to approve the bills as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

OLD BUSINESS
None.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEE AND DEPARTMENT HEADS:
City Manager & Clerk Beadle presented a copy of the dividend check from MML.  She also presented a workshop opportunity.   DPW Supt. Phelps noted that he is continuing to look for a street sweeper and is going to talk to the City of Clare about hiring them to clean our streets until we can purchase a unit.  He also reported that they are clearing along the east side of the football field for the project on Fourth St.  He also noted that the asphalt bids are due March 11, 2015 at 10:00 am.  Chief Agin noted that there have been 43 runs year to date.  He reported that a new alternator was needed on E-1, a water pump or gasket is needed to be replaced on T-3 and the springs on the Chief’s truck need to be replaced.  A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Sullivan to approve the replacing of rear springs on Chief’s truck for $760.00. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  He also reported that he is working to negotiate annual testing of ladders and hoses for a better price.  A motion was made by Cauchi and supported by Kolander to approve the participation of Active 911, a notification system for fire calls.  The cost would be $4,685.00/6 = 780.00 plus $10.00 per phone per year. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  Code Enforcement Officer Agin reported that he went to court regarding the vehicles Mr. Endz has in violation.  The court gave him 7 days to comply.  He hasn’t, so we are waiting on the City Attorney’s recommendation what the next action is.  Councilmember Cauchi reported for the DPW Committee.  She reported that they are recommending the removal of 3 lights and the centering of 1 light on Second St.  A motion was made by Kolander and supported by Rowe to approve the light removal and centering by Consumers Energy for a cost of $1,100.00 as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  A motion was made by Sullivan and supported by Kolander to approve the selling of the 2004 4x4 plow truck by sealed bid with a minimum bid of $10,000.00 and are due by March 6, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  She noted the discussion on the street sweeper.  The Mayor reported that the Administrative Committee discussed some employee issues.

Also the closing of Second Street from Oak St. to Norway St. and Beech St. from First St. to Broad St. on Aug 21st  and 22nd for the Harrison Street Fair, plus Main St. between First St. and Broad St. between 10:00 am to 1:00 pm on Friday August 21st for the Old 27 Car Tour. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

A motion was made by Cauchi and supported by Rowe to approve the Federal Grant Program Procurement as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.
