RESOLUTION 2015-12 FIREWORKS
A resolution was offered by Kolander and supported by Sullivan to approve the fireworks resolution as presented.  The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND DEPARTMENT HEADS:

Fire Chief Agin reported that there have been 159 runs year to date.  He noted that the annual hose testing is complete; a few of the hoses failed and are being addressed.  He also noted that the rear brakes on the Chevy Suburban need to be replace.  A motion was made by Ashcroft and supported by Sullivan to approve the repair of the brakes with an amount not to exceed amount of $1,000.00 by Wallace Repair. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  City Manager & Clerk Beadle noted that the City has received a $157,000.00 MSHDA grant to clean up 6 blighted units around town.  She presented a copy of the minutes and diagram from the first meeting of designing the New City Hall.  She also presented a new grant opportunity and the Council advised to explore it this opportunity for new dugouts for the ball diamonds.  She also extended the invitation for the ribbon cutting for the Clare County Mental Health facility.  She also updated Council on the joint Recycling Day on September 19th with Hayes Township.  DPW Supt. Russell reported the gas monitor is here and has been calibrated.  He also noted that the lights for the Welcome Signs are ordered.  Russell said the black toppers are due to be here this month.  He also noted that we are waiting on the DEQ approval to do the weed control at the lagoons.  The DPW is going to move the fence by the t-ball diamond.  Russell also noted that he has spoken to Gamble’s and they will donate the concrete for the new playground equipment.  He also has talked to Sager’s about shredded tires for the project.
