A motion was made by Ashcroft and supported by Kolander to approve the minutes of the July 20, 2015 meeting. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

MAYOR'S REPORT: 

The Mayor thanked everyone for all their hard work at the Clare County Fair last week.  He also read a couple of letters and thank you cards.  He also thanked everyone for attending the check presentation ceremony for the Harrison City Market. 
A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Sullivan to approve the bills as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

VISITORS: 
Harrison Community Schools Athletic Director Jim Cooper asked Council if they could help with the new fence along the football field to replace where the trees were removed.   A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Kolander to approve $5,100.00 towards the fence. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  Cauchi arrived.  Clare County Commissioner Gelios gave an update of the County’s activities.
OLD BUSINESS:
CHANGE IN ROAD CLOSURE

A motion was made by Ashcroft and supported by Sullivan to approve the road closure for the Homecoming Parade to October 9, 2015. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT 
A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Cauchi to approve the up to $23,060.00 in in-kind and product towards the playground equipment installation. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.
BRUSH TRUCK UPFIT

A motion was made by Kolander and supported by Wilson to approve the brush truck up fit from CSI in the amount of $7,936.00 as presented. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEE AND DEPARTMENT HEADS: 

Fire Chief Agin reported that there have been 209 runs year to date.  He noted that they have been busy with the fair, last week’s storms and code enforcement.  DPW Supt. Phelps and Russell noted that the pavers will be here August 20th.  The DPW is working on tree removal, a pad under the bleachers and the dugouts.  They also are checking into what can be done to the tennis courts.  City Manager & Clerk Beadle announced that the DNR old Field Office is now in the City’s possession.  Councilmember Wilson reported for the Administration Committee on the recommendation for employees who opt out taking City’s health insurance.  A motion was made by Sullivan and supported by Cauchi to approve compensation for employees who do not take the health insurance offered by the City.  The compensation will be $125.00 per week pre- tax payable in December of each year.  This is to start after the 90 day probation for new employees.  The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.
