AUGUST 24, 2015  

The regular scheduled meeting of the Harrison City Council was called to order in City Hall at 7:30 p.m. by Mayor Stocking, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Sullivan to approve the minutes of the August 10, 2015 meeting with the correction. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.
MAYOR’S REPORT:  
The Mayor announced that the City of Harrison has been awarded the Governor’s Rising Tide Initiative.  The Mayor also noted that this year’s Street Fair was the largest and most attended, and he wanted to thank everyone that made it possible.

They asked Council if the City would like to also plant fish in Budd Lake.  A motion was made by Cauchi and supported by Sullivan to approve $1,000.00 to plant fish in Budd Lake. The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.

The Manager and Clerk wanted to thank everyone for their participation and help with the Street Fair.  She also presented Council with an update on blighted properties.  The DPW Supt. Phelps reported that they had been pretty busy with the Street Fair and preparing for the pavers.  He also noted that the pulverizing broke a water main which has since been repaired.  Phelps also noted that they have been preparing manholes for the new pavement, along with locating water boxes for the SAW grant.  Russell reported that he had received a quote on addressing the tennis courts; he is going to look into what other avenues are available.  He also noted that the demo tractor is here and they are using it to see if it fits our needs.  Councilmember Cauchi gave an update on the Budd Lake Improvement hearing held August 15, 2015 to discuss new assessment rates.  The Mayor reported for the Administrative Committee.  He reported that they discussed that they will be enforcing the “no firing of firearms in the City limits,” therefore there will be no hunting on City property.
