The Mayor reminded everyone about the MMCC’s Barb-B-Q September 20th.  The Mayor read the thank you letter from the American Legion Honor Guard.  He also invited everyone to attend the ribbon cutting ceremony for the Consumer Energy building October 9th.  He discussed the Recycling Day this Saturday, September 19th.

Finance Clerk Wheeler-Clay announced that we received a new voting booth on a grant.  DPW Phelps reported that the fall banners are up and that they have been working on the new Christmas wreath lights for downtown.  The DPW has the site prep for the new playground equipment done.  He also reported that the asphalt is done.  The DPW reported that the decorative lights by the fairgrounds needed some reinforcement and it is now complete.  He also noted that the fall hydrants are scheduled to be flushed the week of October 5-9th.  DPW Supt. Russell discussed the tractor we have been demoing.  Chief Agin reported 235 runs year to date.  The Chief said that he is looking over a grant possibility with Isabella County.  A motion was made by Rowe and supported by Cauchi to approve the expenditure of not to exceed $1,600.00 for yearly inspection of the fire vehicles by Wallace Repair.  The motion was adopted unanimously by the members present.  The Mayor asked about a fellow firefighter that is fighting cancer and expressed that we need to do a fundraiser to help this firefighter.  Agin also noted that he is looking into the larger number of cars at a residence.  It is believed to be a repo business in a residential driveway.   City Manager and Clerk Beadle invited everyone to Business after Hours September 17th and the Cash Bash September 19th.  She gave an update on the Blight grant.
